This section of the application is mandatory to complete. It requires you to answer simple questions
about your view and understanding of the social sciences and what they entail. There are 4 statements
for which you can agree, disagree or be not sure about.




Social Science Case Studies

This section of the application is mandatory to complete. It presents 3 short situations faced by a social
science researcher. You will be asked to think critically and assess the conclusion, assumption or the
decision made by the researcher and then explain your assessment in a very brief and concise way (150
words). This section will help the selection committee understand your thinking process. Please note that
the quality of your answer will be assessed taking into account the level of education you are currently
pursuing: BA, MA or PhD.

-A social science researcher was conducting a research study about mental health in Jordan. She wrote:
'There is a serious mental health issue in Jordan. A survey of 100 residents of Amman revealed that 60%
of them visited a psychologist more than 3 times in the past month'. Given the data that the researcher
presented, how would you assess the strength of the conclusion reached by the researcher?

-A social science researcher was writing an article about the representation of women in Government
leadership positions in the Arab region. In his article he wrote: 'The low representation of women in
Government leadership positions is not surprising for 2 main reasons: the lower level of education of
women in the region and because it is not very socially and culturally acceptable for women in the Arab
region to be in such positions." How would you assess the strength of the assumptions made by the
researcher on why women's representation is low?

-A social science researcher went to a Syrian refugee camp in Turkey. He did not introduce himself as a
researcher but as a social worker who was there to help the refugees. After a few months of living in the
camp and actually helping many refugees, and still without informing anyone that he is a researcher, he
published a paper about the use of humanitarian aid in refugee camps. He mentioned the misuse of
humanitarian aid being received by some members of the refugee community. He did not mention any
specific names. Which of these statements reflect your view on whether the researcher respected the
ethics of research by publishing this paper?

Your Passion for Social Impact

This session of the application is mandatory to complete. It is meant for the selection committee to
understand your passion for social impact through a video that you create. Please read the question
below before preparing your video. If you are ready to submit the link to your video please copy and
paste the link below. If not, you can submit your application without the video and we will email you to
submit your video by email. Please note that your application will not be considered complete without
the video submission:

Imagine you were in front of a review committee that was deciding whether to fund the dream project
that you have been working on developing for a while. Please record a 1-2 minute video explaining what
your project is and why do you think it is important? The project does not have to be strictly related to
your major but it should have a social impact. It could be a research project, an experiment or even an
initiative you would want to implement. If you are a Master's or a PHD student this could be your thesis
topic.




Research and Publication Experience

This section of the application requires you to explain your experience in research so far. While it is not a
mandatory section and can be left blank, we highly encourage Master's or PhD students especially to
complete this section.

Internships and Work Experience

This section of the application requires you to explain any work experience you might have had. It is not a
mandatory section and could be left blank, but if you have any experience, even if in the form of an
internship, we encourage you to write about it.

Awards and Achievements
This section of the application requires you to showcase any relevant awards or achievements you have
accomplished. It is not a mandatory section.

Thesis Topic (for PhD students only)

This section is mandatory for PhD students only.

Please write up to 500 words describing the topic of your thesis including the question you will be trying
to answer, its significance and the approach you will take to answering it.
