Myth or Fack?

We know about the prehistoric dinosaur and other extinct monsters..
Ancient people believed that there were monsters. However, do these

monsters exist on our planet these days? Many people wonder about
this question.

In April 1934 a photograph of what was thought o be a monster
was taken at Loch Ness in Scotland. This photograph was the subject of

a hot debate. Many books were written and many eyewitness raports were
given. A great number of these reports described the monstsr as having

a neck 5 to 6 feet long with a small head and one or more humps. Es.
timates showed that the animal would be between 20 and 30 feet long.
there was a strong claim that the Loch Ness monster is a Plesiosaur, a

survivor of a marine replile thought to have become extinct 70 million
years ago.

At last the Loch Ness myth came to an end since it is impossible
that such a monster exists in this Scotiish lake because animal species live

in groups of both sexes, and if such a big number were there, they would

be easily observed. Also the geological history of Loch Ness disagrees with
the idea of the monster.

In the depths of the ocean which are difficult to explore, monsters do
exist. the giant squid is one of these monsiers. We know of squids that

measure about 60 feet in length. Fragments from the stomachs of sperm

whales which eat these squids indicate the existance of even larger squids.
An eyewiiness reporfed about a living squid 200 feet long.

Another indication of monsters in the deeps is the Leptocephalus larvae
of some eels. The common eel has this farvae betwen 244 and 3 inches

long. Some have it 6 feet long. If these bear the same proportion to the

adult as the larvae of the common eel do, they are likely to grow into eels
of 40 feet or more,

Surface waters also gave indications of exising monsters. In 1848 the
the sailors of a British ship reported a large creature with a snake - like

head and neck about the thickness of a man's body, it had a six feet dorsal
fin showing. In 1905 two professional zoologists gave a similar report,

they also observed signs of a bulky body under the water. These reports suggest
a Plesiosaurus which had become extinct about 70 million years ago

Another creature had survived this number of years, it is the coelacanth
fish discovered in1938. This bears enough witness of the existence of monsters..

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Russia and China, the government of Poland leans toward Moscow;

the students from those nations at the College of San Mateo can

lean however they please, just so long as they do not lose sight
of their situation that they have in common,

Now all this does not mean these students have forgotten
the interests of their countries, nor does it mean they all become
fast friends, with everything always pleasant and cheerful. Last
semester, for example, there was a debate between students from
Greece and Turkey over the Cyprus issue, and a considerable

amount of heat was generated. But no one was ambushed; no

homes were blown up. Everyone stayed in the Common Market,

Nor am I so naive as to believe that all the foreign students
return to their homelands full of love and understanding of their
traditional enemies, But they do return with their membership
in the Common Market strengthened and deepened, and because
of the experience they have gained, in the very process of gaining
it, they have also made many previously unaware American
students realize that they, too, belong to a Common Market. It
may be a gmall thing, but what littie Progress man has made has

resulted from the accumulation of small things ; the big things
have a way of collapsing, of shooting across the horizon and
burning out,

You, the students at Bir Zeit College, are members of 1this
Common Market; let us review some of its peculiarities. Member-
ship is both voluntary and automatie; the moment you learn any
English you belong to it, but, of course, no one can make you learn
English if you do not choose to do so. [t has nothing to do with
nationality; the size of one’s nation, its wealth, population, military
power, have no effect whatever. The governments of nationsin
which English is the native language sometimes think they exercise
control and attempt to use the Common Market to further national
interests, but it is interesting to observe the often-ironical results;
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their efforts succeed to the extent that they produce people

who learn English, true, but those same people very often align
themselves against the very nations that provided their English-
Language training. And membership in the Common Market has
nothing to do with class or wealth; there are no dues; money
cannot buy one's way in. No restrictions exist, either; no one
can keep an aspiring member out; it is completely up to the
individual. No De Gaulle’s edict can keep someone out of this
‘Common Market.

The only gradation that exists is that of ability. Once the
Bir Zeit student recognizes that he belongs to this Common
Market, it is completely up to him to decide just how much he
wants to participate, just how much he wants to gain from it,
And it is also completely up to him to decide just what use he
will make of his membership,
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ANOTHER COMMON MARKET

| In the most recent issue of your magazine, my colleague,
Mr. Howard Durham, discussed common markets. 1 would like
to discuss another kind of common market, one all of you belong
to by virtue of your study of English, a common market of ideas.
This market grows larger with each year and it crosses all lines,
national, racial, religious, political, class. Men belong to it for
all manner of reasons, economic, cultural, and political. No
-commission administers this market, there iz no directc«f, no
office or group dominates it; men join it for their own reasons and
are free to belong or resign as they choose. There is no chartep
‘or constitution, no rules or regulations. No one can be kept out;
no one can be expelled; no one can be compelled to stay; there
are no dues or fees. Members do not even haveto be fricndvly with
other members; men who profess to be mortal enemies are to be
found in this market because they choose to be, because they
consider it to be useful or profitable or necessary for the achie-
vement of their own ends.

It might be assumed that such a loose and informal market
must necessarily be ot little value, have a negligible effect. Such
an assumption would be incorrect. The very factthat this market
is o lacking in organization means thatno one can seize control
of it, and if no one can control it, no one can wreck it. And S0
long as men belong to it tor their own reasons it will live and
continue to grow, with a snowballing effect, for as more and
more people belong to the market it becomes more and more
advantageous for others to join, too, and participate in the bene-
fits, And even the professed mortal enemies cannot avoid some
of the side effects, for no matter how much they shout at one
another and threaten one another, they do have a common means
-of communication, each does know what the other is saying, and
however slight it may seem at times, such knowledge can be a
step toward geauine understanding.
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What are some of the practical workings of this market ?
T'11 use my own institution, the College of San Mateo, as illustra-
tion. This spring we have 120 foreign students, plus another
hundred or so immigrants who, although not on student visas,
have pretty much the same problems as those who are, and here
I should parenthetically add that, although students who do not
live in the San Mateo district must pay tuition of a little more
than 150 ]J.D. per year, foreign students pay nothing. Nor is this
cost of some 18,000 j.D. in any way absorbed by the American
government; [ pay part of it every vear, when I pay taxes on
my home. The foreign students, according to the list recently
sent me, come from thirty-six different countries and every conti-
nent. They cover the alphabet from Afghanistan to Vietnam.
They come from kingdoms like Saudi Arabia, dictatorships like
Indonesia, republics like the Philippines. They come from huge
nations like Canada and tiny ones like Malta. They come {rom
densely populated nations like Japan and thinly populated nations
like Australia. Six of the foreign students, five per cent of the
total, are from the Middle East. Some are from Cummunist na-
tions. And just about the only thing they all have in common is
their knowledge of the English language; they all belong to the
Commeon Market. And they belong to it aleng with the native
American students they meet. study with, and get to know.

In order to persue their own ends, in order to take courses
and stay in the college, they must take seriously the adjective;
they must recognize and and accept the meaning of «common. »
The government of Greece may be at loggerheads with the goven-
ment of Turkey over Cyprus, but the students {rom those nations
sit in a common classroom, share facilities in commeon, and have
common membership in the International Relations Club, where
one year the president was from Israel and the vice - president
from Lebanon, both elected by the comimon vote of the members.
The Lebanese was president the following year. The government
