It is essential for people to feel that they
enjoy dignity, freedom, and equality
wherever they are, and that they are not
victims of discrimination of any kind.
However, in practice within Israel, there is
a significant gap between the discourse
surrounding natural rights and the reality
faced by the Palestinian people. Basic
rights continue to be exercised in a
differential manner between Jews and non-
Jews.Thus, the problem addressed in this
study concerns the validity of racial
discrimination in Israel against Arab
citizens, which is practiced at both official
and popular levels across various aspects
of life. Additionally, it examines the extent
to which this discrimination influences the
perpetration of genocide and war crimes
against Palestinians in the Gaza Strip and
the West Bank refugee camps, viewing
them as non-Jews.

The importance of this study lies in its
representation of one of the most important
and influential topics in the form and
essence of the State of Israel, its openness
to all its citizens, and consequently its
political, legal, and human rights structure.
It examines issues of racial discrimination
against the indigenous Arab citizens, the
owners of the land, and against the
Palestinian people in the West Bank and
Gaza Strip, both at the level of official
practices by state agencies with their
various legislative, judicial, and executive
authorities, and at the level of Jewish
society. The study will be limited to
Israel's racism toward Palestinians and
Arab citizens of the State of Israel, with
occasional references to Palestinians in the
West Bank and Gaza Strip. If the State of
Israel practices racism toward its own
Palestinian and Arab citizens, it is even
more likely that it practices racism in a
more heinous manner toward the
Palestinians living under occupation in the
West Bank and Gaza Strip, committing
massacres against them

International humanitarian law is based on
a set of humanitarian principles applicable
during armed conflicts. Among these
principles is the principle of medical
neutrality, which requires that in situations
of armed conflict, medical personnel and
humanitarian workers engaged exclusively
in medical tasks, as well as their means of
transport and equipment, hospitals, and
other medical facilities, must be respected
and protected. They must not be attacked.
It also stipulates that the wounded and sick
shall be guaranteed the maximum
practicable degree of necessary medical
care and attention, with the least possible
delay. This is in addition to other measures
incorporated in the Geneva Conventions,
especially the Fourth Geneva Convention
of 1949.

Violations of medical neutrality are
considered crimes defined in the texts of
the Geneva Conventions and other
international instruments. Despite the
criminalization of violations of medical
neutrality, numerous breaches of this
principle were recorded during the
genocidal war on Gaza, raising questions
about the effectiveness of protecting the
principle of medical neutrality, especially
given the failure of the UN Security
Council and the International Criminal
Court to deter such violations.

This study aims to explore the future of
Palestinian human resources after the
genocidal war on the Gaza Strip, by
identifying the major challenges they face
and their repercussions on the labor
market. It also reveals their strengths that
enhance their ability to recover, as well as
the requirements and means to achieve
this. The study followed a descriptive
approach, combining theoretical review,
qualitative analysis, and content analysis
of personal interviews conducted with
three specialists. It concluded that despite
the devastating losses the war has caused
in terms of human resources, both
quantitatively and qualitatively, and the
physical and psychological damage, it still
possesses many strengths that may help it
quickly recover from the crises resulting
from this war. These strengths include a
love of learning, a strong sense of
belonging to one's homeland, and a
diversity of skills. The study recommended
expediting the assessment of the war's
effects, particularly on human resources,
and drawing lessons from them. It also
recommended developing a national
strategy that outlines recovery strategies
by identifying priorities, most notably
strengthening Palestinian human resources
across  various  sectors,  prioritizing
education, and ensuring the retention of
skilled workers. It also recommended
focusing on rehabilitating the labor market
and developing an accurate information
system for it.

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Despite the killing of more than 61,700
Palestinians, the majority of whom were
women and children, and the destruction
of over 90% of Gaza's territory, China, like
Western countries, has not yet used the
term "genocide" to describe the Israeli war
on the Strip. This paper examines China's
policy toward genocide in Gaza through
the concept of '"responsibility shifting,"
focusing on the wvalidity of John
Mearsheimer's  theoretical model for
interpreting contemporary global politics
and its application to Chinese diplomacy.
The paper posits that the Chinese approach
intersects  with some aspects of
Mearsheimer's concept, but at the same
time reflects a unique pattern that can be
termed  the  "Chinese  model  of
responsibility shifting." This model is
characterized by contextual flexibility, as it
is determined by the circumstances of the
war and China's growing global standing.
In the context of the genocide, Beijing
primarily blamed the Security Council, and
then the United States, for the failure to
stop the war. This allowed it to conserve
its resources and strengthen its position as
a rising power without becoming
embroiled in "side" conflicts. At the same
time, this approach strengthened China's
image as an alternative to the United
States.

This study examines the impact of the
unprecedented genocidal war on civilians
in the Gaza Strip since the events of
October 7, 2023, and Israel's flagrant
violation of international humanitarian law
by directly targeting women and children,
who constitute 70% of the victims.

The Right to Alternative Care for

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This study examines the impact of the
Israeli occupation on depriving children in
Gaza and Palestine of their family
environment by targeting and killing
breadwinners, resulting in an increasing
number of orphans. The study discusses
the adequacy of legal regulation of the
orphan child's right to care and shelter
under both international and Palestinian
law. The study concludes that there is legal
recognition of orphans' rights, but it lacks
effective  protection and  binding
enforcement mechanisms, with the absence
of an emergency national policy to protect
orphans during armed conflict. The study
recommends the urgent development of
legal and executive systems and the
strengthening of international oversight
and accountability tools to ensure orphans'
right to full care.

In Gestures, Life Persists: Palestinian
Visual Narration After the Genocide in
Gaza
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This paper primarily seeks to document,
understand, and analyze the ongoing
genocide in Gaza through the abundant
artistic  production—particularly  visual
artworks—by Gazan artists following
October 2023. The artists’ engagement
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with painting, alongside other forms of
writing, cultural production, photography,
literature, and media, emerged as a deeply
significant act. The paper analyzes how
gestures are used in visual artworks to
express the massacre, positioning these
gestures as a decolonial lens. It
emphasizes, both theoretically and
practically, the role of gestures as a form
of creation, revival, and restoration of
Palestinian features and bodies across the
colonial timeline.

The paper focuses on analyzing a set of
paintings created before and during the
genocide by three Palestinian artists—
Maisara Baroud, Malak Mattar, and Maher
Naji—based both in Gaza and abroad. It
compares these works over time and
interrogates the relationship between
gesture, emotion, and the Palestinian body
in the context of the massacre, asking:
How have these elements changed after the
genocide? The paper proposes that
gestures serve as a non-verbal form of self-
expression and emotional articulation—an
avenue for liberating silence from its
Western colonial frame, which ties silence
to erasure and subjugation. It further posits
that what defines and grounds the
recognition of genocide is not merely the
discourse of “intent” and similar
frameworks, but also Palestinian voices
and gestures.

Using a methodology rooted in
ethnographic visual narratives—based on
interviews with artists and audiences—the
paper adopts a theoretical framework that
explores the interrelation between gesture,
art, and politics. This framework sees the
relationship as an intertemporal one that
links the past, present, and future. Thus,
gestures in the artwork are not limited to
expressing the current genocide but also
situate it within a longer continuum of
settler-colonial violence in Palestine.

The findings affirm that the artists,
through their paintings, depicted original
Palestinian gestures that not only
documented the gestural system imposed
by the colonizer—particularly in moments
of martyrdom, arrest, and displacement—
but also transcended and broke this
system. Their gestures created, reclaimed,
and reshaped Palestinian features and
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narratives, forming their contours in the
past, present, and future.

Framing the Gaza War: A Peace
Journalism Analysis of G1’s Coverage
in Brazil
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This study investigates how the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict was represented in
news articles published by G1, one of
Brazil’s most influential digital news
portals, throughout March 2024, adopting
a peace journalism approach. To assess the
relative use of peace/war framing, the
classification of peace journalism frames
was based on the works of Galtung (1986,
1998) as well as the criteria established by
Lee and Maslog (2005). These coding
categories include various indicators of
peace journalism frames, wused to
determine whether the news production
contained elements that promote peace.
The findings were compared with articles
published by the same portal during the
first semester of 2023, prior to the
escalation of the conflict, to analyze
potential changes in journalistic coverage.
The analysis revealed a significant
variation in the frames employed,
indicating a possible shift in the portal’s
approach to the conflict over time. These
results contribute to an understanding of
the media as an agent in shaping public
perceptions of conflicts, highlighting the
potential of communication oriented
toward peace. The central theme of this
research is the representation of the Israeli-
Palestinian conflict in the Brazilian media,
with particular attention to the G1 portal,
given its prominent role in the national
media ecosystem.

Awareness and Promoting International

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.This paper examines the critical yet
underrecognized role of universities in

advancing international legal
accountability amidst the genocidal war on
Gaza. While international legal

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Conventions, the Rome Statute, and the
Genocide Convention offer mechanisms to
address war crimes and crimes against
humanity, enforcement remains limited
and inconsistent. In this context, academic
institutions have stepped in to fill crucial
gaps—engaging in legal documentation,
training  future  practitioners,  and
mobilizing public discourse. Through legal
clinics, research programs, and advocacy
platforms, universities in both the Global
North and the Global South, including
institutions such as Al-Quds University
and Birzeit University, have contributed
meaningfully to preserving evidence,
educating communities, and supporting
international investigations. Drawing on
case studies and institutional examples,
this paper analyzes how universities
function as agents of accountability while
navigating  political, financial, and
ideological constraints. It concludes with
policy-oriented ~ recommendations  to
strengthen their capacity to promote justice
in contexts of mass violence and protracted
occupation.

a  particularly  unusual form  of
humanitarianism.

Probing the current genocide on Gaza in
premodern Hebrew biblical narrative
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This paper explores the connection
between Israel’s genocidal war on Gaza
(2023-2025) and premodern Israelite
violence in Hazor, Ai, and Jericho as
narrated in the Book of Joshua. It
questions whether Zionism, rooted in the
Western Enlightenment, also draws from
the Hebrew Bible. While religious Zionists
affirm a Dbiblical justification for
Palestinian ~ dispossession,  anti-Zionist
Jews deny it.

Erasing Palestine: CBC’s Role in
Perpetuating Colonial Narratives and
Media Propaganda
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This study critically examines the
problematic and biased coverage of the
Canadian Broadcasting Corporation (CBC)
on the ongoing Israeli genocide against
Palestinians. The study exposes the CBC’s
role in perpetuating a colonial narrative
that erases Palestinian perspectives and
upholds pro-Israeli propaganda. Using
Critical Discourse Analysis methodology,
the research identifies four primary
propaganda tactics employed by the CBC
during their coverage since October 7,
2023: (1) distorting facts to obscure Israeli
crimes; (2) normalizing the issues to
depoliticize occupation and apartheid; and
(3) demonizing Palestinians through biased
framing and misinformation. Such tactics

serve to  actively support  settler
colonialism by legitimizing  Israeli
aggression and silencing anti-colonial
discourse. The overall findings

demonstrate systematic unprofessionalism,
misinformation and propaganda in CBC’s
coverage. This analysis underscores the
role of mainstream media in maintaining
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colonial narratives that obscure Palestinian
suffering while legitimizing Israeli state-
sanctioned violence. By critically engaging
with these patterns, this study calls for
journalism that amplifies marginalized
voices rather than reinforcing state-
sponsored propaganda
